Dentistry, Endodontics, Oral Surgery and Restorative/Prosthetic Dentistry from the Dental

of Veterinary Dentistry.  He currently holds the position of Director of Animal Dentistry at 
Colorado State University, School of Veterinary Medicine, is a Dental Faculty Affiliate at the 
University of Missouri at Columbia, and is Director of Exotic Animal Dentistry at the Denver 
Zoological Gardens.

He has lectured extensively for over 20 years to veterinary groups and dog clubs 
throughout the USA, Europe, Australia, New Zealand, China, Brasil and Japan on canine 
locomotion, lameness and the genetics of occlusion (bites).  In addition, he has conducted
